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Someone is Watching and Wondering  
Over the past year many 
things have changed in our 
lives and now we both em-
brace and struggle the “re-
turn to normal.” I am not 
sure what that term means 
but I do know that some 
changes that occurred in 
2020 were a reflection of 
human goodness and 
compassion and I do not 

want to lose that. I also know my faith and trust in 
God’s love provided the strength I needed to faced 
new challenges and fears.  
As many know my primary ministry at St. James is 
serving as the director of a faith journey with the acro-
nym RCIA. This journey is rooted in the beginnings of 
our church and sharing the good news of Christ Jesus. 
One begins this journey by first recognizing their call 
from God to personal conversion, to develop a new 
relationship with Jesus, and to actively and willing 
accept the ministry of all the baptized (i.e. to live a life 
of forgiveness and service). I wish to emphasize that 
the primary goal of this journey is not educational but 
rather to develop and strengthen one’s relationship 
with Christ Jesus and to follow His teaching. While the 
journey is very personal, the journey cannot reach 
fulfillment outside of community. As we come to 
understand the personal dimension of our relationship 
with God, we also learn to follow Him through loving 
relationships with one another within the context of the 
entirety of creation. In other words I cannot love God 
without loving and caring for others and His endless, 
evolving gift of creation. We do not live in isolation, 
rather in relation. A basic test for understanding this 
concept is to develop a list this week of all the people 
on whom you depend for the necessities of life. 
Our journey with Jesus is much more than X-number 
of classes to teach the basics of Catholicism. RCIA is 
a life-long journey of the heart, a journey of surrender 
to our loving Father. While there is much to learn and 
understand about what it means to follow the teach-
ings of Jesus, (to develop a life of prayer, to participate 
in liturgy, and to receive the seven Sacraments of the 
Church) I believe that is the easy part of the journey. 
The challenge is to live according to the “Sacramental 
Principle;” letting go of our egos, prejudices, preformed 
opinions, ideas, and habits, and asking God to help us, 
embrace with our minds and understand with our 
hearts that God is present always and everywhere, 
that the whole of creation is a gift of love. Only then 
can we recognize the sacredness of all life, freeing us 
to let go and let God. Only then are we truly free to live 
in His embrace and surrender to His unceasing love.

Would you like to do school sup-
plies with a twist? Join Love INC 
and help supply kids with kits that 
meet some of the needs that are 
not being talking about.

Born in 450    Canonized in 1220 
His main achievement was his "Rule of Saint Bene-
dict", the most common and influential Rule used by 
monasteries and monks, more than 1,400 years after 
its writing. 

July 14 - St. Kateri Tekakwitha 
Born in 1656   Canonized in  2012 

The first Native American to be recognized as a saint, 
she made a heroic decision to live a Christian life de-
spite her trials and deep suffering and persecution of 
her faith. 

July 15 - St. Bonaventure 
Born in 1220    Canonized in 1482 

He steered the Franciscans on a moderate and intel-
lectual course.
